The services there are becoming more and more intense. These guys are hungry, and they are excited, as are we, about what God is doing in their lives, and in the lives of their families.  

In May we had the honor of ministering, for the first time, in the Garza Unit in Beeville, TX.  We had an incredible service, with around 300 in attendance.   We had numerous first time salvations, as well as many lives rededicated to the Lord.   

It is a privilege that we don’t take lightly, to go into the prisons and be able to preach and teach God’s word to so many.  This would not be possible without the support from each of you. The experiences these guys have, with the Lord now, they will carry for the rest of their lives.  We are so thankful to be such a small part in what God is doing “behind the walls”.

We also enjoy just hanging out with them, and showing them God’s love.  
We have also been invited, along with Circuit Riders Motorcycle Ministry and Bikers For Christ, to hold church services every other month for the Coalition of Clubs in Beaumont, TX.  This is an open door to reach many hard core bikers and support groups with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

When given the opportunity, we enjoy the chance to minister inside the church from time to time.  One church service in particular that stands out was in Calhoun, Louisiana.
